Mental preparation, altitude sickness is also can be helps psychological, so you should take it very

normal and keep your mind in a comfortable state.

4 Keep your body physically fit, so exercise regularly and make physically fit.

5 Sleep well and rest well on the day before your arrival to high altitude.

Take everything slowly for the first couple of days when you arrived in high altitude region, walk

slowly and try to sleep lower altitude first.

7 Drink enough water and avoid alcohols.
