Tiger Hill, Darjeeling

Tiger Hill is world-renowned for its spectacular sunrise views over the

majestic Kanchenjunga and other eastern Himalayan peaks. As the

first rays of the sun illuminate the snow-capped mountains, the

landscape transforms into a breathtaking panorama of colors, creating

an unforgettable experience.

Ghoom, Darjeeling

Ghoom Monastery, also known as Yiga Choeling Monastery, is one of

the oldest Tibetan Buddhist monasteries in Darjeeling. It houses a 15-

foot high statue of Maitreya Buddha (the future Buddha) and

preserves ancient Buddhist manuscripts. The monastery's serene

ambiance and rich spiritual heritage make it a significant cultural

landmark.

Batasia Loop, Darjeeling

The Batasia Loop is a unique railway loop on the Darjeeling Himalayan

Railway (Toy Train) route, offering a picturesque setting with a war

memorial.

It functions as a workshop for

producing handicrafts like carpets, thangkas, and leather goods,

preserving Tibetan culture and providing livelihood. Visitors can

witness traditional craftsmanship and purchase authentic Tibetan

products, contributing to their community.
